And this is followed by Jesus reminding them that
prophets are never accepted in their home town, that
God chose to work outside the Hebrew community in
the days of Elijah and Elisha referring them to the
stories of the widow at Zarephath in Sidon for whom
Elijah provided a continuous supply of meal and oil
during a famine, and Naamen a Syrian Warrior who
Elisha cured of leprosy.

In the days of Elijah and Elisha there were hungry

n gwiddwb i@ Israel and plenty of lepers, but God chose
to use these two people. In this gospel story Jesus is
run out of town because of his message; the people
would not accept Him or his message.

The point is that God, particularly manifest in the
presence of Jesus, does not fit our expectations about
where, when and how God ought to work. The
people in Jesus®" homet
working in and through Jesus. Likewise it is
sometimes difficult for us to see God at work through
some of the things that happen in our life, community
and especially our church.

That may be the case for some in our own
congregation these days. | sure get that. We suffer
losses and wonder, God where are you any way.
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Most recent among those losses has been Terry
Currey in a most tragic accident. We have lost the
8:00AM Sunday service, which for some can mean a
significant change in the way they chose to live out
their faith life through worship.

But, just as God surprised the leaders of the new
Christian movement in Jerusalem by sending His
Word to the Gentiles, and in fact had to convince the
church this was His will and work, God is in the
middle of our lives personally, communally and
within the church, even All Saints. Your leadership
has worked so hard for the last 9 month to bring us to
where we are, and it has been a long journey. | am
proud of the work they have done and | can see God
at work in all the changes, in our worship, prayer,
study, fellowship, everything that has happened
during that time.

We have a good ways to go yet and I am now looking
forward to June as the next benchmark. | believe that
by then we should be well beyond much of the
difficult decisions yet to be made, and radical change
that continues to transform our congregation.

Youth around the nation
unite with schools, congregations, community
organizations and individuals in the fight against
hunger. Each group is afforded the opportunity to
choose the local charity/organization that they will
support with their efforts. Our youth have chosen to

support i OQur O Chil dren Firs

Counties. This organization provides counseling and
support services to children suffering from behavioral
health challenges, usually resulting from domestic or
sexual abuse in their home. Most of these children
have already been removed from their home and are
living either with a relative or in foster care. All of
the children in the program are at or below the
poverty level.  Detailed information regarding the
organization is posted on the bulletin board in the
narthex. The public relations manager for the
program informed me that their food panty is
currently empty due to the huge need over the
holidays. This organization stocks a food pantry to
support the children in their program. When a
counselor visits a child in their home environment
and finds that there is a need for food, they are
afforded the opportunity to receive items from the
pantry — often the counselor will bring the food to the
home. We can support this program with cash
donations, non-perishable food donations and duffle
bags or back packs and perhaps a stuffed animal.
The counselor explained to me that when children are
removed from their homes, they normally end up
putting their belongings in a garbage or grocery bag.
If we can provide them with a suitcase/duffle
bag/backpack that is their own it would help them
immensely. A stuffed animal to be their friend
during a challenging time can be a lifesaver. Just

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M~ LSF Helping Haitians Arriving in
77 e Florida after Earthquake
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- : About 25,000 expected in the U.S. in the Next Week

Port-au-Prince
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Lutheran Services Florida (LSF) staff and volunteers are working around the clock to assist in the processing of
Haitians arriving in Florida following the devastating earthquake that struck the nation's capital on Jan. 12. About
25,000 Haitian Americans holding dual citizenship in the United States and Haiti are expected to arrive in the next
week, mostly in Florida, according to Eric Tillich, Vice President for Agency Advancement at LSF.

"People are coming here basically with nothing except maybe a backpack," said Tillich, "after losing everything in
the earthquake."

LSF staff and volunteers are currently assisting at Orlando Sanford International Airport by providing interpreters
who speak Creole, helping with processing, and seeing that those arriving get food, water, provisions and any
needed medical attention. Children are being given Mickey Mouse stuffed toys to provide some level of comfort.

In addition, LSF is partnering with the Florida Children's Coalition to coordinate volunteers from other agencies
serving children and families.

"We are coordinating this volunteer effort on the ground,” said LSF CEO Samuel Sipes, "and we are grateful for
the support and assistance of our partner agencies that
are also sending staff and volunteers."

That effort by LSF staff, volunteers and partners is a
24 hour effort, "because planes from Haiti are arriving
24 hours," said Tillich. "LSF is truly on the front line
of assistance."

¢ “LSF staff and volunteers are also gearing up to assist
with the processing of Haitian Americans coming into
other areas of Florida if needed as well,” he said.

p "Prayers are very much needed for these people and
for our staff as we work to help bring some much-

1 needed assistance to those arriving in Florida," said
Tillich.
